« Conviction at Trial: September 7, 2023 (Miami, FL)
» Offenses: Wire Fraud; Conspiracy To Commit Wire Fraud

« Key Allegations:

— Falsification of trial participants — subjects were included without their knowledge in
clinical trial documents and databases

— False statements to FDA during 2018 inspection re: informed consents

— Submission of false and fraudulent invoices for clinical trial work

“Reliable and accurate data from clinical trials is the cornerstone of FDA’'s drug approval
process. The jury’s finding demonstrates that those who attempt to subvert the regulatory
functions of the FDA by making false statements to the agency will be held accountable

for their actions,” said Special Agent in Charge Justin C. Fielder of the FDA Office of
Criminal Investigations Miami Field Office. “We commend the efforts of the Department of
Justice for vigorously pursuing the prosecution of this matter.”
